A History of Congregation Beth Emeth Brotherhood

Organized in 1923 as a successor to the Temple Men’s Club, which had been founded in 1915,
Brotherhood is now in its eighty-eighth year of service to Reform Judaism and Congregation
Beth Emeth. Since 1923, as a charter member of the National Federation of Temple
Brotherhoods (now the Men of Reform Judaism), one of the major activities of Beth Emeth’s
Brotherhood has been support of the Jewish Chautauqua Society (JCS) , the Federation’s
education arm, which seeks to spread understanding of Judaism. JCS provides funds for scholar-
in-residence programs, interfaith institutes, educational videos, museum visitations, books, and
other resources.

Brotherhood strives to enhance the experience of temple membership by enabling men to find
identity, involvement and inspiration in their lives through fuller participation in our temple
community. It carries out programs that focus on fellowship, spiritual awareness, education, and
service to the congregation and the community. These programs include sponsoring lectures and
other educational programs, supporting High Holy Day services, supporting a variety of religious
school events, contributing to b’nai mitzvah gifts and confirmation photographs, sponsoring a
variety of dinners, purchasing and distributing Yom HaShoah candles, and participating in a
wide range of temple activities.
